Membrane preparation

Remove any loose debris and clean the PVC roof wa-
terproofing membrane and allow to dry prior to ap-
plication of the Sikaplan® Walkway-20.

Membrane application

Roll out Sikaplan® Walkway-20 and cut to desired
length and allow to even out while placing into posi-
tion. Leave a gap of approx. 2 cm between each sec-
tion to allow for water drainage. Sikaplan® Walkway-
20 is directly circular hot air welded onto the Sika-
plan® roof waterproofing membrane.
