= The substrate must be sound, structurally stable,
clean, dry and free of all contaminants such as dirt,
oil, grease, cement laitance, wax, varnish, old adhes-
ive residue, paint coatings and sinter, slurry or
powder layers which could affect adhesion.

= All dust, loose and friable material must be com-
pletely removed from all substrate types before the
application of SikaCeram®-935 Floor Leveler
Primer, preferably by vacuum extraction equipment.

Concrete / cementitious screeds

= The concrete substrate must be sound and of suffi-
cient compressive strength (minimum 20 N/mm?2)
with a minimum pull off strength of 1.5 N/mmz2.
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* The substrate can be damp but must be free of
standing water.

* The substrates with high porosity must be made sat-
urated surface dry at least 2 hours prior to any
primer application.

= Substrates must be prepared mechanically using
suitable abrasive blast cleaning, planing / scarifying,

grinding or other suitable equipment.
= Fill any voids or cavities with appropriate compat-

ible Sika® repair products.

= Substrate must be ground flat to provide a smooth

surface.
= Fill any voids or cavities with appropriate compatible
Sika® repair or levelling products.

MIXING

1. Shake or stir container before dilution.
2. Pour into a clean container and mix in the appropri-
ate amount of water.

APPLICATION

1. Apply primer onto the prepared substrate by roller,
paintbrush, brush or suitable spraying equipment
(mixing ratio at least 1:1). Ensure a continuous, pore
free coat covers the substrate.

2. Apply second coat of primer on very absorbent sub-
strates.

Note: Avoid puddles on the surface during application.

Note: Confirm waiting /overcoating time has been

achieved before applying subsequent products.

CLEANING OF TOOLS

Clean all tools and application equipment with water
immediately after use. Hardened material can only be
removed mechanically.
